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Welcome to AP Calculus AB!  This year we will focus on the first semester of college-level calculus, and our main topics include limits, deriviations and their applications, and integrals and their applications.  Every student is expected to take the AP exam in May in order to retain the AP designation for this course.  It is my goal to help every student stretch and grow as a problem solver, while specifically learning the content for this course.  I will work hard to help you succeed, and I expect you to work equally hard on your own behalf.   This letter details how I grade and what I expect from you this school year.
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Class Expectations

· Be on time, seated, and ready to work when the bell rings.  

· Bring all materials to class every day. 

· Respect others and their property.

· Stay on task and participate fully.  

Materials to be brought every day to class

· Textbook, binder, paper (lined and graph), calculator, pencils
Textbook 

If you damage or lose your textbook, you will be responsible for paying for it. The full cost of the book is $197.88.  Torn pages, water damage, writing in the book, or any other type of damage will be assessed for damages at the end of the year and will be subject to fines depending on the amount of damage. 
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Calculators

Each student enrolled in AP Calculus will be loaned a TI-Nspire.  Students may purchase this calculator at a reduced rate at the end of the school year.  Students who damage or lose this calculator will be responsible for replacing the calculator at a cost of $136.75.

	Homework will be assigned daily, but it will not be a portion of the grade.  Every student is expected to attempt every assignment.  A suggested rule of thumb is that for class, students should expect to spend around one hour working on assignments and studying.  Some assignments will be online.
Students who complete every assignment for the semester will earn a 2% bonus.

	Quizzes will be given daily and will be worth between 5 and 10 points per day.

	There will be around four  tests per semester, and each test is worth approximately 100 points.   

	Final Exam

	A final exam will be given at the end of the semester.  Students will receive a practice final prior to this exam.  If applicable, the final exam will replace a students lowest test score.


Cheating:   All students are expected to do their own work on all assignments, projects, and assessments.  The DRHS Academic Integrity Policy will be enforced in this class.

Attendance:  Students are expected to be on time to class (seated when the bell rings), and to attend class on a regular basis.  Students who miss class will miss crucial information that will be assessed on tests and quizzes.  Students are encouraged not to miss class.  Students will be expected to attend AP Calc Nights (typically around 7 per year) and AP Calc Mornings (around 2 per year.)  Students will be given advance notice of dates, and students who cannot attend will be expected to make up the work that was missed.  Students will be asked to come in during Spring Break in order to take a practice AP Exam.  Students who cannot make this session will be given an opportunity to do the work for this in advance.
Extra help:  Students may request a pass to receive help during IC or may come in before school or during lunch for help.  Please let me know ahead of time if you are planning to come by, so that I can make sure to be there.   I have prep periods 3 and 4 this year, and students with Off-Campus are welcome to come and get extra help during this time.  
Lab Fees:  There is a $4.00 lab fee for this course.  Please pay your lab fee to the bookkeeper, and then bring me your receipt.  (Note:  students who cannot afford this lab fee should speak to me in private, and this fee will be waived.)  The AP exam costs approximately $92.
Grades:  Grades will be updated every few days. Grades should be accurate when viewed, but if there is an error, please let me know so that I can keep accurate records.
